AWESOME ACT ,taken in hand soon after the start, was reserved for a half behind horses, lodged a move on the far turn, raced in traffic between horses
while waiting slightly on the turn, swung four wide to get clear at the quarter pole, charged to the front in midstretch, dug in while maintaining a clear
advantage leaving the sixteenth pole and held off the runner-up under a vigorous hand ride. YAWANNA TWIST was unhurried for a half while tucking in
along the rail, continued to saved ground midway on the turn, swung five wide nearing the quarter pole and finished strongly in the middle of the track to
gain the place. NACHO FRIEND raced just off the pace four wide between horses on the backstretch, closed the gap from outside to threaten on the turn,
battled heads apart after challenging for the lead leaving the quarter pole and finished willingly to gain a share. TURF MELODY raced far back after
breaking slowly while hesitating slightly leaving the gate, saved ground while trailing on the turn, angled out a bit to launch his bid leaving the quarter pole,
moved back to the rail while rapidly closing the gap in midstretch then rallied belatedly along the inside.
