INITIAL IMPRESSION chased between horses on the turn, entered the stretch three wide, rallied outside in the drive and was up in the final yards for the
score. NO MISTRESS stalked the pacesetter into the lane, took the lead inside the furlong marker, and was overtaken in the final yards while clearly second
best. SIBERSKY was off slowly and bumped at the start, outrun to the lane, swung out to the middle of the track for the stretch drive and rallied strongly on
the outside in the final furlong. BLUE TAMBOURINE pulled her way along to stalk the pacesetter on the inside into the turn, remained on the wood for the
drive and lacked a sufficient rally in the final furlong. SCREEN GEM hopped at the start to be away slowly, was outrun to the lane, swung out five wide
entering the stretch and could not make up the necessary ground. MCKENNA'S YODELER led the way to the furlong marker, was challenged from the
outside and gradually weakened in the final furlong on the inside. POETIC LICENSE found the inside while chasing the leaders on the turn, swung out for
the drive and could not make an impact. JORDANELLE stalked the leaders three wide into the turn, entered the stretch four wide and weakened in the run
to the wire.

SEEDLESS sped to the early lead, dueled inside then inched away on the backstretch, responded when challenged in the stretch and held on gamely under
urging. TIZ FOLLY dueled between horses then stalked a bit off the rail, angled in for the turn and into the stretch, came out past midstretch and surged
between foes late. NAUGHTY MARIANA pulled her way along to stalk outside on the backstretch and turn, came three deep into the stretch and finished
willingly outside foes to share third. NINTH INFANTRY three deep early, stalked outside a rival, bid alongside the winner in the stretch and just held a share
of the show. THE WOMEN'S DIVA stalked just off the rail then inside, was in a bit tight off heels past the quarter pole, came out into the stretch and lacked
the needed rally. PHOENICIAN STAR chased between horses then off the rail, came out into the stretch and could not summon the necessary response.
LANA'S LOVELY squeezed a bit at the start, settled inside then came off the rail into the turn, swung four wide into the stretch and was not a threat.
SHINE'N TIME chased outside then three deep, continued outside on the turn and four wide into the stretch and weakened.

POETIC RICHES chased outside then
between foes, moved up three deep on the turn and four wide into the stretch and edged a rival for second. DIVA GONE WILD was a bit slow into stride and
steadied when squeezed early, chased just off the inside, went around a rival into the stretch, came out some in the drive and just missed the place. IF YOU
KNEW SUSIE chased outside then four wide, angled in and split horses on the turn, came out into the stretch and lacked the needed rally. R. C. STORM
stalked the pace off the rail, bid three deep on the turn and into the stretch and weakened. GIRLWITHEGOLDHOOF prompted the pace outside the winner
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then between foes on the turn and also weakened. CARAT FOR C. C. hopped a bit at the start, chased just off the rail on the backstretch and turn, came
out into the stretch and did not rally. SUMALEE chased outside or between horses, angled in on the turn and weakened in the stretch. TONKA T. allowed to
settle outside then off the rail, angled in some on the turn and was not a threat. BINKY'S SISTER broke slowly and was bumped, settled just off the rail,
came out into the stretch and failed to menace. HORCHATA wide early, chased outside or off the rail, came out four wide into the stretch and did not rally.

FALCON ROCK (IRE) broke slowly, settled inside, came out on the second turn and three deep into the stretch, rallied under left handed urging to the lead
in deep stretch and won clear. YODELEN DAN chased inside, came out leaving the backstretch, went three deep into and on the second turn and into the
stretch, took the advantage then inched away in midstretch, could not match the winner late but was clearly second best. JOB BOSS stalked off the rail, bid
alongside the pacesetter on the backstretch and second turn and between foes into the stretch and just held third. ZAPPA bobbled at the start but took the
early lead and set the pace inside, dueled on the backstretch and second turn, fought back under urging in the stretch and weakened some to share fourth
as the rider lost the whip at the wire. HISTORY BOY chased outside, came three deep into the stretch and could not offer the necessary late kick. EL INDY
chased between horses or outside a rival, went between foes again into the second turn, continued off the rail into the stretch and weakened. RUMBA
ALONG allowed to settle a bit off the rail, came out on the second turn and four wide into the stretch and was not a threat. TROUBLETIMESTHREE broke a
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bit slowly, settled off the rail, came out some in the stretch and lacked the needed rally. WOLFGANG stalked the pace inside, dropped back in the stretch
and weakened. RUMMYSECRET WAR pulled his way along to chase the pace three deep then between foes into the second turn, angled to the inside on
that turn and weakened. STATE BANQUET angled in and chased between horses then a bit off the rail, dropped back into the second turn, was pulled up
and vanned off. Rail on hill at zero.
