ROSSCAT, bumped at the start by ESPERANTO, was righted to track the leaders off the inside from out of striking distance in the opening stages, made a
steady advance while angling three wide nearing upper stretch, drew on terms with ZERO GRAVITY in the final sixteenth and just edged that foe under
steady encouragement. The latter prompted the pace outside a rival from the break, was eased off that foe midway through the bend, came again with a
second effort to challenge leaving midstretch, gained the lead between calls late, then just failed to fend off the winner and was vanned off the course
following the race. CANADIAN LYNX was hustled to the lead along the inside from the break, shook clear racing into upper stretch but failed to sustain his
momentum. ESPERANTO broke inwards bumping the eventual winner, angled to the inside, saved ground on the bend while moving into striking distance
nearing upper stretch, then shifted off the inside in late stages while finishing evenly. SIR SMART, close up between foes in the opening furlong, dropped
out of contention early.

MUSTANG POWDER took up a tracking position outside a rival in second flight in the opening stages, made a steady, three wide advance to gain terms
with the leaders entering upper stretch, wrested command nearing the furlong marker and went clear under firm prompting. CALDO CAT, reserved saving
ground in the opening half, angled out five wide entering in late stages and prevailed for the place late. RELVADO worked his way to the inside to track just
off the first flight racing into the far turn, briefly awaited an opening leaving the second bend, shifted out to split foes four wide nearing the furlong marker
and continued well enough to earn a share. BUBBLING SPRINGS went clear soon after the start, angled inwards dictating the pace, dueled inside a rival
racing through the far turn and weakened in the last furlong. GREAT INDIAN broke inwards bumping GUNMAN, was righted to join the pace outside a rival
racing into the backstretch, pressed the issue on the far turn and weakened leaving midstretch. GUNMAN, bumped soundly from both sides at the start, was
allowed to collect his stride tracking along the inside in the opening stages, shifted outside foes in upper stretch, angled six wide in late stages and made no
real impression on the leaders. ACHIEVABLE broke outwards bumping GUNMAN, was going a bit erratically along the inside racing into the first turn and
never seriously menaced.

DENHAM went readily to the fore along the inside, dictated the pace under light rating to the far turn, shook clear when roused nearing upper stretch and
maintained a narrow advantage to the end under firm handling. SERENGETI TOUR, a bit rank under restraint in the opening stages, tracked the leaders
inside a rival as part of the second flight, shifted off the inside to split foes nearing midstretch to challenge, couldn't gain even terms with the leader but held
for second. GIANT SHIFT tracked the pace unhurried outside foes, made a steady advance three deep after a half, was fanned four wide in upper stretch
but continued willingly between foes to earn a share. SNAPPHOK was settled along the inside in the opening half, shifted out entering upper stretch, was
fanned five wide in late stages and made steady progress to the end. HELICOPTER settled well off the pace for six furlongs, shifted out nearing the furlong
marker, then produced a belated response racing six wide in the final sixteenth. SUPAH SOUP tracked the leaders unhurried just off the second near the
inside early, angled inside foes leaving the far turn to make a brief bid along the rail but came up empty late. KNOB CREEK tracked the pace outside foes in
second flight, made a brief, three wide bid nearing upper stretch and flattened out in the drive. MR. SEABRA tracked just off the pacesetter under some
reserve in the opening half, made a brief bid racing through the far turn and emptied out in upper stretch.
